As the world looks to offer thoughts, prayers for safety and healing; as well as to provide support for all those
impacted by Hurricane Harvey in Texas and Louisiana and those in the path of Hurricane Irma across the Caribbean,
Florida, South Carolina, | give great thanks for the outpouring of love and support through prayers. | am also called to
remember that we are each counted in the number. Yes, we must all remember that when one suffers, we all suffer
as we remain connected in oneness.

Yesterday, | had the pleasure of engaging with leaders from across the Conference at the Bishop's Multiplication
